ISSUE: The Situation in DPRK

THE SECURITY COUNCIL, 

1. Calls upon the United Nations (UN) to aid in improving the transparency of the electoral process and the subsequent governments by: 

a. Recommending the presence of a UN representative at the electoral sites to monitor the proceedings in order to prevent the voting procedure from becoming biased, 

i. Further recommending the presence of a UN representative at the new constitution’s parliament for the first 6 months to reassure the population of the new constitution’s transparency, after which a report detailing the conduct of parliament and the justification of their actions will be submitted to the UN, 

ii. After this time period the UN will decide on whether the situation necessitates further monitoring an immediate revote set up if the government is deemed to be undemocratic, and assistance from the UN will be granted to aid the transition period to the newly elected government, 

b. Working with International Foundation for Electoral Systems (IFES) to document the parliamentary process and alleviate concerns over governmental transparency,

c. Sending observers from the IFES to monitor the army and civilians during important electoral procedures in part to prevent military violence and in part due to the history of mob violence in Egyptian protests

d. Ensuring proper electoral conduct to ensure democratic proceedings during the aforementioned elections, through means such as but not limited to: 

i. Calling upon the UN representatives to regulate ballot voting and subsequent counting of votes to prevent the fabrication of results, 

ii. Monitoring the contending parties and relations between said parties and the government to ensure that no instances of foul play, violence, or bribery have occurred; 

2. Calls For the International Criminal Court (ICC) to conduct a trial of those who have committed atrocities throughout the reign of both Mubarak and Morsi, 


a. Such as but not limited to: 



i. Army Generals loyal to Mubarak and Morsi,



ii. Anas Al-Fiqqi (Former Minister of Information),



iii. Omar Suleiman (Former Vice President),



iv. Susan Mubarak,



v. Field Marshall Hussein Tantawi,

b. Organize a separate trial by the ICC in a neutral country to trial those still in positions of power such as the Mubarak-era judges and organize their replacement through democratic elections calls for the ICC or another party deemed suitable to conduct extensive investigation with regards to others who may have previously committed atrocities;

3. Strongly suggests the support of the current government to achieve the primary aims such as but not limited to: 

a. Providing quaternary reports pertaining to governmental stability and civilian resistance, which would inform the UN on activities such as but not limited to: 

i. Riots, 

ii. Intra-governmental resistance/corruption, 

iii. Conflicts between religious groups, 

b. Organising and carrying out a democratic election within Egypt before the current target date of summer 2014 in which all Egyptian citizens above the age of 21 are given the right to vote; 

4. Urges Egypt to ensure the transparency of the electoral process and subsequent governments by: 

a. Allowing the news media to serve their purpose of relaying information to the people both domestic and internationally, proceeding with this unmolested to prevent infringement on the Right of Free Speech, 

b. Requiring Egypt’s military budget be inventoried and published solely to the UN on an annual basis;

5. Implores the Egyptian Military to stop violent acts against peaceful protestors, offering incentives such as but not limited to:


       a. The reduction of military aid from all member states,


       b. Humanitarian aid,


       c. Lowered tariffs on Egyptian oil internationally, which would be continued to the frame elected government.
