ISSUE: The Situation in Syria

THE SECURITY COUNCIL,

1. Condemns the poor and appalling failure to recognize basic human rights within Syria, including but not limited to: 
a. The execution or torture of prisoners of war (POWs) by both government and  opposition forces, 
b. The deliberate bombing of civilians by both the Syrian Government and opposition forces as well as the accidental bombing of civilians as a result of unverified intelligence; 
2. Calls for member countries to give monetary assistance to relevant UN organs directly assisting refugees and IDPs, which include the following organisations: 
a. UNWFP 
b. UNHRC; 
3. Requests that a neutral zone is put in place which will be agreed by both the Syrian government and a representative of each major opposition force, representing the views of major parties in the opposition such as FSA, SNC, Islamic Front, where-by no armed forces are allowed entry, 
a. The combined refugee camps are to supply as much as 10% of 4.25 million of internally displaced civilians (IDCs) as possible, with basic needs such as shelter, food and medical supplies: 
b. Evacuation points are to be placed in conflict zones and the surrounding areas where by refugees may receive transportation to the designated neutral zone or other refugee camps in neighbouring countries which are capable of supplying the basic needs of the refugees and will be located at points where they are most needed and moved according to the developing situation of the conflict: 
i. Refugees will be transported to the neutral zone or to refugee camps in neighbouring countries through means of land and air, 
ii. Refugees will be transported in vehicles that will be clearly marked as UN transports and will not be fired upon, 
c. Member states which are capable are to 
i. Contribute to the construction of temporary shelters and hospitals for displaced civilians, 
ii. Food, medical supplies, building materials and other necessary provisions including but not limited to blankets, clothing and fuel, 
iii. To assist in the transportation of food, medical supplies, building materials and other necessary provisions including but not limited to blankets, clothing and fuel,
d. Recommends the deployment of peacekeepers to protect the neutral zone and transport vehicles supplying the needs of the neutral zone and reminds that the peacekeepers will not fight for any side in the conflict,
e.  Suggests the establishment of a conference in order to address the issue of all IDPs and external refugees still in need in which neighbouring nations containing refugees will be present in a location with minimal ties to any nations currently hosting refugees;
4. Calls upon the ICC to investigate possible war crimes and human rights violations by rebel forces and members of Assad’s government and hold trials with regards to:
a. Executions
b. Torture of prisoners of war;

5. Demands that both the Syrian government and the opposition forces do not attempt to conduct the following actions in regards to the neutral zone and the transportation of supplies and refugees, 
a. ensuring that neither party: 
i. Will enter the neutral zone, 
ii. Will attempt to seek assistance or supplies for their war effort, 
iii. Will attempt to obstruct UN vehicles transporting supplies or refugees, 
iv. Will provoke or attack any UN vehicle transporting supplies or refugees or any UN peacekeepers on guard at the neutral zone or at evacuation points, 
v. Will impersonate a UN vehicle to assist them in their war effort, 
vi. Will attempt to obstruct refugees from using UN transports to reach the neutral zone or entering the neutral zone itself, 
b. Condemns any party that violates these terms,
c. In the event of the violation of these conditions, the perpetrators will be tried 
In smaller courts or in the ICC depending on the extent of the violations;

6. Encourages a mutually hurting stalemate in which member states have to fully cut funding to any groups involved in the crisis that are currently being supported by member states to ensure peace and offer consequences including but not limited to:

a. economic sanctions
b. military sanctions
c. humanitarian sanctions with the exception of the neutral zone created in clause 3;
7. Proposes representatives elected by the UN support a transitional Syrian government selected with the assistance of the UN during the period of time between the removal of Asaad and the occurrence of democratic elections in Syria until the crisis in Syria has been stabilised to a point to which electoral processes may be ideally overseen by UN representatives;
8. Demands the trial of Bashar al-Assad to be held in the ICC and presided over by judges of the highest integrity,
a. To be charged under crimes against humanity with the specific crimes of, but not limited to:
i. Murder
ii. Political Persecution
iii. Torture
iv. Any other crimes the defendant is found guilty of in the investigation
b. Any evidence used to convict Assad will be investigated by impartial parties employed by the ICC to ensure the spirit of justice is maintained.
